Resumen

La investigacion fue desarrollada como parte del examen final de la
materia Clinica de Adultos, a cargo del Prof. J. Tausk. El objetivo fue
buscar relaciones entre las conceptualizaciones de varias disciplinas
sobre la agresividad. A partir de las ideas de Pierre Bourdieu sobre el
campo cientifico se consideraron posibles causas para comprender
las dificultades que la interdisciplina implica. Luego se analizaron
y compararon obras de Sigmund Freud, Konrad Lorenz, Georges
Bataille, Paul Ricoeur, Steven Pinker y Michel Foucault.

La conclusion principal fue que tanto Freud como Lorenz y Bataille,
consideran la agresividad y la muerte como componentes esenciales
y constitutivos del desarrollo de la vida, y plantean una relacion
estrecha entre reproduccion y muerte. También se hallaron diversas
funciones que la agresividad realiza al servicio de la conservacion
de la especie. Ademas se encontrd que en algunas especies no
humanas, como los lobos, existen mecanismos innatos de inhibicion
de la agresion que impiden matar a un congénere, que parecerian no
tener lugar en la especie humana. En base a la informacion obtenida
se discutio sobre la definicion de Hobbes del “hombre lobo del
hombre” (“homo homini lupus”) y sobre la situacion de la violencia
en la sociedad contemporanea.

Abstract

The present study was performed as part of the final examination of
the Adult Clinic subject, which was in charge of J. Tausk. The objective
was to find connections between the conceptualizations of aggression
in different disciplines. Based on the ideas of Pierre Bourdieu about
the scientific field, possible causes were considered to understand
the difficulties involved in interdisciplinarity. Then, works of Sigmund
Freud, Konrad Lorenz, Georges Bataille, Paul Ricoeur, Steven Pinker
and Michel Foucault were analyzed and compared.

The main conclusion was that Freud, Lorenz and Bataille judged
aggression and death as essential and constitutive components
of life development. The three of them also mentioned a straight
relation between reproduction and death. Besides, different functions
carried out by aggression for the species conservation were found.
Additionally, it was found that some non-human species, as wolves,
have innate aggression inhibition mechanisms that prevent them
from killing other animals of their same kind and seem not to be

present in_humankind. Then, the Hobbes's definition of man as
“wolf to man” (“homo homini lupus”) and the situation of violence in
contemporary society was discussed.
