RESUMEN

The Awareness of Social Inference Test (TASIT) es un instru-
mento de evaluacion neuropsicoldgica de la cognicion social.
Comprende tres pruebas con estimulos de video e interacciones
sociales en contexto, y posee dos versiones equivalentes (A y
B). Objetivo: analizar la equivalencia entre sus versiones A/B de
la version argentina del instrumento y la validez convergente
con el Mini-SEA. Método: Participaron 82 personas de 18 a 87
afnos (45 mujeres) a las que se les administraron la version A
0 B del TASIT y dos pruebas del Mini-SEA (Reconocimiento de
Emociones y Faux Pas modificado). Resultados: Las versiones
A y B mostraron dificultad similar (Prueba 1: t = 0.881,, p =.
381; Prueba 2:t = -0.710, p =. 480; Prueba 3:t = 0.881, p =.
381). La Prueba 1 del TASIT correlaciond con Reconocimiento de
Emociones del Mini-SEA (version A: rho =. 36, p =. 025; version
B: rho =. 51, p <. 001), pero las Pruebas 2 y 3 (que implican
componentes de la teoria de la mente) no correlacionaron con el
Faux Pas. Conclusion: Se requieren mayores estudios psicomé-
tricos para contar con evidencias sélidas de validez de la version
argentina del TASIT.
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ABSTRACT

ARGENTINE VERSION OF TASIT: A NEUROPSYCHOLOGICAL TOOL
FOR ASSESSING SOCIAL COGNITION IMPAIRMENTS IN ADULTS
The Awareness of Social Inference Test (TASIT) is a neuropsy-
chological assessment tool for social cognition. It consists of
three tests using video-based stimuli depicting social interac-
tions in context and includes two equivalent versions (A/B). Ob-
jective: To analyze the equivalence between versions A and B of
the Argentine adaptation of the test, and its convergent validity
with the Mini-SEA. Method: Eighty-two individuals aged 18 to
87 years (45 women) participated. Each was administered ei-
ther version A or B of TASIT and two Mini-SEA subtests (Emotion
Recognition and a modified Faux Pas test). Results: Versions A
and B showed similar levels of difficulty (Test 1: t = 0.881, p =.
381; Test 2:t = -0.710, p =. 480; Test 3:t = 0.881, p =. 381).
Test 1 of TASIT correlated with the Emotion Recognition subtest
of the Mini-SEA (version A: rho =. 36, p =. 025; version B: rho =.

51, p <. 001), while Tests 2 and 3 (which involve Theory of Mind
components) did not correlate with the Faux Pas test. Conclu-
sion: Further psychometric studies are needed to provide robust
evidence for the validity of the Argentine version of TASIT.
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
