CREATIVIDAD INFANTIL: VINCULO ENTRE DESEMPENO,
AUTOPERCEPCION Y MIRADA PARENTAL

RESUMEN

Introduccion: Este estudio explora la relacion entre la autoper-
cepcion creativa de los nifios/as, la percepcion de sus padres
respecto de la creatividad de sus hijos y el desempefio concreto
en tareas creativas. Método: Participaron 28 nifios/as escolari-
zados/as de Mar del Plata, seleccionados mediante muestreo
no probabilistico. Se utilizé la Prueba de Imaginacion Creativa
para Nifios (PIC-N), que evallia producciones narrativas y grafi-
cas, y la Escala de Personalidad Creadora (EPC), que evalua la
autopercepcion de creatividad infantil y la percepcion parental.
Resultados: Se observd una correlacion moderada y significativa
entre la autopercepcion de los nifios/as y la percepcion de los
padres (p =. 006). Ademas, los nifios/as que se consideraron
mas creativos/as obtuvieron mayores puntajes en creatividad
narrativa (p =. 006), pero no en creatividad grafica (p =. 852) ni
en el puntaje total (p =. 293). Por otro lado, la percepcion de los
padres no se asocid significativamente con ninguna dimension
de la PIC-N: creatividad narrativa (p =. 322), creatividad grafica
(p =. 751) ni creatividad total (p =. 941). Conclusion: Los hallaz-
gos sugieren que los nifios/as tienen una mayor conciencia de
su creatividad verbal, mientras que los padres podrian valorar
aspectos no reflejados en las tareas evaluadas.

ABSTRACT

CHILD CREATIVITY: RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN PERFORMANCE,
SELF-PERCEPTION AND PARENTAL VIEWS

Introduction: This study explores the relationship between chil-
dren’s self-perceived creativity, their parents’ perceptions of
their children’s creativity, and actual performance on creative
tasks. Method: Twenty-eight school-aged children from Mar del
Plata participated, selected through non-probabilistic sampling.
The Creative Imagination Test for Children (PIC-N), which as-
sesses narrative and graphic creativity, and the Creative Person-
ality Scale (CPS), which measures children’s self-perception and
parents’ perception of creativity, were administered. Results: A
significant association was found between children’s self-per-
ception and their parents’ perception (p =. 006). Additionally,
children who perceived themselves as more creative scored

higher in narrative creativity (p =. 006), but not in graphic crea-
tivity (p =. 852) or total creativity (p =. 293). In contrast, parents’
perception of their children’s creativity was not significantly as-
sociated with any PIC-N dimension: narrative creativity (p =.
322), graphic creativity (p =. 751), or total creativity (p =. 941).
Conclusion: These findings suggest that children may be more
aware of their verbal creative abilities, while parents may value
other aspects of creativity not reflected in the tasks assessed.
Evaluating creativity through multiple dimensions is essential
for a comprehensive understanding of this complex construct.
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
