RESUMEN

El bullying es un importante factor de riesgo para la salud men-
tal de los adolescentes. Las victimas provocativas, quienes son
victimizados y hacen bullying, y las victimas son el grupo con el
peor ajuste psicosocial a nivel de problemas emocionales. El ob-
jetivo de este trabajo era examinar los porcentajes de victimas y
victimas provocativas y analizar si dichos grupos presentan una
peor salud mental en comparacion con las victimas, quienes
hacer bullying y los no involucrados. Se constituyd una muestra
de 641 adolescentes de Parand, Argentina, de escuelas secun-
darias de primero a sexto afio, con edades de 12 a 18 y 60%
de mujeres, 40% de varones. Contestaron el Cuestionario de
Bullying/Victimizacion, la subescala de Depresion del dass-21
de Lovibond y Lovibond y las subescalas de ideacion suicida y
desesperanza de King y Kowalchuk. Los datos se analizaron con
el SPSS 24. Se asegur6 anonimato, confidencialidad y participa-
cion voluntaria. Un 17% eran victimas, un 3% hacian bullying,
el 4% eran victimas provocativas y el resto no involucrados. Las
victimas provocativas y las victimas presentan mayores niveles
de depresion y desesperanza, en comparacion con los otros dos
grupos, mientras que en ideacion suicida las victimas presentan
los niveles mas elevados.

PROVOCATIVE VICTIMS AND THEIR RELATIONSHIP WITH
DEPRESSION, SUICIDAL IDEATION, AND HOPELESSNESS

IN ADOLESCENTS

Bullying is a significant risk factor for adolescent mental health.
Provocative victims, those who are victimized and bully, and vic-
tims are the group with the worst psychosocial adjustment in
terms of emotional problems. The objective of this study was to
examine the percentages of victims and provocative victims and
analyze whether these groups have worse mental health com-
pared to victims, those who bully, and those not involved. A sam-
ple of 641 adolescents from Parana, Argentina, from first to sixth
grade secondary schools, aged 12 to 18, 60% female and 40%
male, was selected. They completed the Bullying/Victimization

Questionnaire, the Depression subscale of the DASS-21 Lovibond
and Lovibond, and the Suicidal Ideation and Hopelessness sub-
scales of King and Kowalchuk. Data were analyzed using SPSS
24. Anonymity, confidentiality, and voluntary participation were
guaranteed. Seventeen percent were victims, 3% were bullies,
4% were bullied victims, and the remainder were uninvolved.
Bullies and victims had higher levels of depression and hope-
lessness compared to the other two groups, while victims had
the highest levels of suicidal ideation.
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
