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RESUMEN

ADAPTACION Y VALIDACION DE UNA ESCALA
DE ACTITUDES POPULISTAS EN ARGENTINA

RESUMEN

En América Latina, el populismo ha adquirido formas particu-
lares que lo distinguen de otras regiones, destacandose por su
énfasis en la intervencion estatal y la proteccion econdmica de
los sectores populares frente a élites percibidas como privi-
legiadas. Pese a su relevancia, son escasas las herramientas
psicométricas adaptadas al contexto argentino para medir ac-
titudes populistas. Este estudio desarrolld una escala breve de
actitudes populistas en la poblacion argentina, contemplando
especialmente dos dimensiones emergentes: una orientada al
proteccionismo pro-estatal y otra al rechazo de las élites po-
liticas. Se trabajd con dos muestras independientes. En una
primera muestra piloto de 1.465 participantes adultos, se rea-
lizd un analisis factorial exploratorio. Posteriormente, con una
muestra de 6.073 personas, se llevd a cabo un analisis factorial
confirmatorio para evaluar la validez estructural. Los resultados
mostraron excelentes indices de ajuste (?2(19) = 490.56, p <.
001; CFl =. 98; TLI =. 97; RMSEA =. 054; SRMR =. 070), confir-
mando la estructura de dos factores: uno vinculado al rol activo
del Estado y otro a una vision anti-elitista de la politica. Estos
hallazgos aportan una herramienta valida y contextualizada para
estudiar el populismo en Argentina, facilitando futuras investi-
gaciones sobre polarizacion, confianza institucional y comporta-
miento politico en democracias inestables.
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ABSTRACT

ADAPTATION AND VALIDATION OF A POPULIST ATTITUDES
SCALE IN ARGENTINA

In Latin America, populism has taken on distinctive forms com-
pared to other regions, particularly marked by strong state inter-
vention and the economic protection of popular sectors against
perceived privileged elites. Despite its relevance, there are few
psychometric tools adapted to the Argentine context to measure
populist attitudes. This study developed a brief populist attitudes
scale for the Argentine population, focusing on two emerging
dimensions: one related to pro-state protectionism and the other
to anti-elite political sentiment. Two independent samples were
used. An exploratory factor analysis was conducted with a pilot
sample of 1,465 adult participants. Then, a confirmatory factor
analysis was performed with a sample of 6,073 individuals to

assess structural validity. The results showed excellent fit indices
(?2(19) = 490.56, p <. 001; CFl =. 98; TLI =. 97; RMSEA =. 054;
SRMR =. 070), confirming a two-factor structure: one reflecting
the active role of the state, and the other an anti-elitist view of
politics. These findings provide a valid and contextualized tool
to study populism in Argentina, enabling future research on po-
larization, institutional trust, and political behavior in unstable
democracies.
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
