Fifteen percent of the global population has some form of dis-
ability, making it the largest global minority. Our working group
aims to trace new paths for the visibility of this immense vulner-
able and excluded population. These practices are based on the
epistemic imperative of rights and ethics, which are the foun-
dational principles of our team. The objective is to collectively

share the progress made in the field of disability and rare dis-
eases through multiple activities conducted in the Americas. We
provide an update of the growth of colleagues and countries that
have enriched this significant and pressing work, reaffirming the
urgent relevance of psychology. We celebrate this International
Congress in Argentina as a catalyst for exchanges, experiences,
and knowledge, including these vacancy topics. The achieved
results strengthen intercultural growth, which is why we are
calling for new members to join us. We will report about our re-
search initiated in American countries regarding the insufficient
training of psychologists. We will also highlight the broad range
of fields of challenges, innovation, intervention, along with the
multitude of protagonists involved in advocating for this politi-
cally, legally, and democratically neglected population.
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
