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INVESTIGACION A ALUMNOS UNIVERSITARIOS
RESPECTO DE LA EXPERIENCGIA DE CYBERBULLYING

EN EL BACHILLERATO

RESUMEN

Esta investigacion indagd sobre las conductas de los alumnos uni-
versitarios durante el bachillerato, respecto del cyberbullying (CB).
Siguiendo una linea de andlisis retrospectivo (Aiello Rocha; 2015),
se entrevistaron on-line, durante el mes de mayo 2015, alumnos
universitarios, seleccionados al azar. Esta muestra esta conformada
por 56 sujetos. Los resultados indican que un 75% fue capaz de
detectar situaciones de hostigamiento a través de internet. El 98%
reportd que el CB ocurre a través de las Redes sociales (RRSS),
principalmente Facebook 92.9%, Twitter 69.6%, Ask.FM 33.9% e
Instagram 26.8%. El 60.7% reportd que el CB es una extension del
hostigamiento en el aula (bullying). En los casos los adultos tenian
conocimiento que el CB estaba ocurriendo, la intervencion fue es-
casa: 32%. Lo mismo ocurri respecto de los espectadores: sélo un
20% intervino. Los argumentos esgrimidos para sostener la inac-
cion denotan la naturalizacion de la violencia frente a los drasticos y
evidentes resultados que dicha problematica evidencio a los entre-
vistados: cambio de colegio (41.7%), repitencia (14.6%) e incluso
intento de suicidio, reportado por 2 estudiantes, representando el
4.2%. Los resultados nos permiten concluir que el cyberbullying es
una problematica psico-social minimizada, silenciada e invisibili-
zada por los actores intervinientes, aiin cuando resulta evidente el
impacto que produce.

CYBERBULLYING: HELL ON SOCIAL NETWORKS. RESEARCH:
UNIVERSITY STUDENTS ON CYBERBULLYING DURING HIGH SCHOOL
This research inquired about university student’s behaviour on
cyberbullying (CB) during high school. Continuing a retrospective
analysis (Aiello Rocha; 2015) there was interviewed online, during
May 2015, university students randomly selected. This sample con-
sists on 56 subjects. Results show that 75% were able to identify
harassment situations through the Internet. 98% reported that CB
happens through Social Media, mainly Facebook 92.9%, Twitter
69.6%, Ask.FM 33.9% and Instagram 26.8%. 60.7% reported that
CB is an extension of school harassment (bullying). In the cases
adults knew that CB was taking place, barely they intervened: 32%.
The same happened about the spectators: only about 20% did so-
mething about the situation. The arguments they revealed to justify
their inaction show violence naturalization on behalf of the drastic
and evident results that this problem evidenced: school migration
(41.7%), repetition (14.6%) and suicide attempt reported by 2 stu-
dents, representing the 4.2%. This data brings us to conclude that

Cyberbullying is a psycho-social problem, minimized, silenced and
invisibilized by all actors.
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
