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RESUMEN

El presente articulo aborda como tema las relaciones que enta-
blan diferentes dispositivos en torno a un objeto comun: el cuer-
po bello. El objetivo general es indagar coémo estos dispositivos
se relacionan entre si fabricando belleza, sefialando puntos de
encuentro, acople, ruptura, contradicciones y luchas, y las con-
diciones socio-histdricas que las posibilitan. Como objetivos es-
pecificos se busca conocer el modo en que cada dispositivo se
despliega, y cémo ejercen el poder para contribuir a la construc-
cion de cuerpos bellos. Finalmente, la pregunta es por las con-
diciones de posibilidad para la existencia de estos dispositivos
operando actualmente. Esto conduce al modo en que hoy se
configura la “sociedad de control”, y la subjetividad que constru-
ye en su interior. La hipotesis general es que la moda como
dispositivo de control, el saber-poder médico-psiquiatrico, ALU-
BA (Asociacion de Lucha Contra la Bulimia-Anorexia) como dis-
positivo disciplinario, y la red de secuestro institucional que
construye con la familia, escuelas e iglesias, contribuyen a la
construccion de cuerpos bellos. La pregunta a responder es
¢ Coémo esto tiene lugar? El abordaje metodolégico es de tipo
cualitativo, incluye un conjunto amplio de herramientas. Se ana-
lizan entrevistas y articulos periodisticos, segun la arqueologia
del saber foucaultiana.
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ABSTRACT

FASHION, PHYSICIANS AND ALUBA: MANUFACTURING
BEAUTY IN THE SOCIETY OF CONTROL

This article examines the relations established between different
dispositives, around a common object: the beautiful body. The
global objective is to investigate how these dispositives are
related in producing beauty, and to show their meeting points,
couplings, ruptures, contradictions and conflicts, and the socio-
historical conditions which make them possible. The specific
objectives are to know the way in which each dispositive deploys
itself and how exerts its power for contributing to the construction
of beautiful bodies. Finally, the question is about the conditions
of possibility for the operation of these dispositives nowadays.
This leads to the way in which is configured the present society
of control and the subjectivity that is constructed inside it. The
general hypothesis is that the fashion as a control dispositive,
medical-psychiatric knowledge/power, ALUBA (Asociacion de
Lucha contrala Bulimia y laAnorexia) as a disciplinary dispositive,
and the “institutional kidnapping net” built with family, school and
churches collaborate constructing beautiful bodies. The question
to answer is: How does this take place? The methodology used
is qualitative, including a wide set of tools: interviews with health
professionals and journalistic articles are analyzed, according to
foucauldian archaeology of knowledge.
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
