This clinic work offers a 
diagnostic hypothesis constructed on the base of interventions 
that tended to build a scene through the significant in front of the 
joy that wins the battle once and again, in the versus with the 
institutional limit. Introducing psychoanalysis in a field in which, 
in appearance, there is place only for the pharmacotherapy is 
what guides this work
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
