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RESUMEN

Este estudio examiné el efecto de la modalidad de presentacion
del discurso (hablada-escrita) y la conectividad causal de los
enunciados (baja-media-alta) en la comprension de materiales de
temas de Literatura producidos por distintos hablantes. Con el fin
de evaluar esto, se pidié a un grupo de 54 estudiantes universi-
tarios que escucharan o leyeran dos secciones de entrevistas a
escritores, y que respondieran a una pregunta integradora de los
materiales y realizaran una tarea de recuerdo de las caracteris-
ticas de los hablantes. Con el fin de identificar el nimero mayor
de conexiones causales de cada enunciado, se derivd una Red
Causal (Trabasso y Sperry, 1985). Los resultados indicaron que
aquellos enunciados que tenian un namero alto de conexiones
causales eran mas incluidos en ambas tareas que aquellos que
tenian un numero bajo de ellas. A su vez, aquellos enunciados
presentados en la modalidad Lectura eran mas incluidos en la
tarea de recuerdo de caracteristicas del hablante que aquellos
presentados en las demas modalidades. Estos resultados sugie-
ren que el establecimiento de un alto nimero de conexiones entre
enunciados y la posibilidad de realizar una lectura del material
facilitan que los estudiantes construyan una representacion co-
herente de los materiales que se les presentan.

THE ROLE OF THE MODALITY OF PRESENTATION AND THE CAUSAL
CONNECTIVITY OF THE STATEMENTS IN THE INTEGRATION OF
MATERIALS AND THE RECALL OF EXPOSITORY DISCOURSE

This study examined the effect of the modality of presentation of
discourse (spoken-written) and the causal connectivity of the sta-
tements (low-medium-high) in the comprehension of Literature
materials produced by different speakers. With this aim, 54 college
students were asked to listen to or read two excerpts of interviews
with writers, and to respond to an integrative question and to per-
form a speakers characteristics recall task. In order to identify the
number of causal connections of each statement, a Causal Network
was derived (Trabasso & Sperry, 1985). Results indicated that tho-
se statements that had a high number of causal connections were
more included in both tasks than those that had a low number of
them. They also indicated that those statements presented in the
reading modality were more included in the speaker characteris-
tics recall task than those presented in any of the other modalities.
These results suggest that the establishment of a high number of
causal connections among statements and the opportunity to read

the materials promote that students construct a coherent represen-
tation of the materials that they are presented with.
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
