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RESUMEN

Introduccion: En un informe de la OMS del 2002 sobre
violencia juvenil se muestra que la tasa de homicidios
entre jévenes ha aumentado en todo el mundo, por ca-
da adolescente muerto a consecuencia de la violencia,
entre 20 y 40 sufren lesiones que requieren tratamiento.
Entre los factores que contribuyen a la violencia se en-
cuentran factores predisponentes bidticos, psiquicos y
sociales. Obijetivos: Explorar la valoracion que tienen
los adolescentes escolarizados de sus conductas vio-
lentas. Analizar los datos relevados desde un modelo
biopsicosocial. Método: se administraron 241 encuestas
a adolescentes escolarizados de Ciudad Autonoma de
Bs. As. y Gran Buenos Aires entre 13 y 21 afios. Fue un
estudio exploratorio, descriptivo y transversal a partir de
una encuesta autoadministrada, anénima y voluntaria
de 47 items. Se han seleccionado 6 items para esta pre-
sentacion. Resultados: entre el 67% y el 80% conside-
ran que ser agresivo “da un lugar”, que no pelear es de
“cobardes”, que son respetados y que es divertido. Con-
clusion: se concluyd que los adolescentes valoran de
forma positiva las conductas violentas en la creencia de
que las mismas los benefician para destacarse y perte-
necer a determinados grupos para identificarse como
los demas y no quedar fuera del entorno.

VIOLENT BEHAVIOR APPRECIATION BY
ADOLESCENTS FROM SCHOOLS IN BUENOS
AIRES CITY AND ITS SURROUNDING AREAS
Introduction: A 2002 WHO report on youth violence
shows that the homicide rate among young people has
grown worldwide. For every teenager who dies as a
consequence of violent acts, between 20 and 40, suffer
injuries that require treatment. There are biotic, psychic
and social factors that contribute to these violent behav-
iors. Objective: Explore the appreciation that teenagers
have of their own violent behavior. Analyze the data thus

obtained Method: 241 surveys were conducted with ad-
olescents between 13 and 21 years of age, from Buenos
Aires City and its surrounding areas. This exploratory,
descriptive and cross sectional study was based on an
anonymous, voluntary and self-conducted survey con-
sisting of 47 items altogether. Six of these items have
been selected for this presentation. Results: between
67% and 80% consider that being aggressive “gives
them a status in a group or sense of belonging to a
group” and makes them feel respected. Moreover, ag-
gressive behavior is considered to be fun. They also be-
lieve that not fighting is “cowardly”. Conclusion: We may
conclude that adolescents high esteem of violent be-
havior stems from their belief that that kind of behavior
will help them stand out and be able to belong to certain
groups.
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
