This paper discusses a participatory action research
process, from conceptual frameworks sociespaciales
whose purpose was the transformation of the space en-
vironment of a semi-rural community on the outskirts of
Santiago de Chile. The analysis of this case is primarily
intended to discuss the limits and possibilities of this
type of intervention in the light of conceptual and meth-
odological elements of community and environmental
psychology in the management of public spaces.
Presents the main concepts that guided the research
sociospatial and discusses theoretical and applied
stresses major identified during the process of action re-
search. The conclusion on the desirability of a transdis-
ciplinary approach in participatory regeneration of pub-
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lic spaces in the scale of the neighborhood and on the
relationship between identity, public space and territory,
as a dimension of political action and the changing envi-
ronment.
