“On the big snakes in this country (Paraguay), Father Montoya, a
missionary, says many things uncertain (...) Further south of Buenos
Aires, is the completely unpopulated American coast, and accord-
ing to data obtained in 17486, still not populated, because even in
the summer it considerably cold there. “(2) Kant concludes that the
weather influences people, so that’s is the reason Argentina is un-
inhabited. Conclusions The Jesuits spread more because the pub-
lished writings. Paradoxically summoned by his Protestant enemies.
It’s on influence on German philosophy conclusions. Both appoint-
ments include psychological phenomena worldwide.
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
