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MUJERES QUE SUFREN MALTRATO EN SU PAREJA:
VARIABLES VINCULADAS CON LA DENUNCIA

Resumen

El objetivo de este estudio fue analizar variables asociadas con
la denuncia del maltrato en la pareja por parte de las mujeres, y
comparar mujeres que denunciaron y mujeres que no lo hicieron
en afrontamiento, percepcion de peligro de vida y episodios de
violencia fisica padecidos en los ultimos 12 meses. 98 mujeres
asistidas por esta problematica, de entre 19 y 69 afos (M= 42.93;
DE=11.17), completaron una serie de instrumentos: Cuestionario
socio-demografico; Cuestionario de Violencia Doméstica (Eche-
burta y cols., 1994); Cuestionario sobre Situaciones Problematicas
de la Vida, basado en el Inventario de Respuestas de Afrontamiento
(CRI) de Moos (Ongarato, de la Iglesia, Stover, & Fernandez Lipora-
ce, 2009). El 99% consigno haber padecido maltrato psicoldgico, el
84% fisico, el 46% sexual. El 43% padecid los tres tipos de mal-
trato. El 80% realiz6 denuncias. El 44% habia sufrido episodios de
violencia fisica durante los 12 meses previos. El 78% percibid su
vida en peligro. Se hall6 una asociacion entre percepcion de peligro
de vida y realizacion de denuncias. No se encontro relacion entre
haber sufrido episodios de violencia fisica durante los Ultimos 12
meses Y la realizacion de denuncias. Las mujeres que denunciaron
puntuaron mas alto en estrategias cognitivas de afrontamiento.

WOMEN WHO SUFFER INTIMATE PARTNER VIOLENCE: VARIABLES
LINKED TO POLICE REPORTS

This study examined variables associated to the police report of inti-
mate partner violence and compared women who did those reports
with women who did not in coping, perception of life in danger and
physical violence episodes during the last 12 months. 98 women
between ages 19 and 69 (M: 42.93; SD: 11.17), assisted because
of this issue, completed self-administered scales (Cuestionario so-
cio-demogréafico; Cuestionario de Violencia Doméstica (Echeburtia y
cols., 1994); Cuestionario sobre Situaciones Problematicas de la Vida,
based on Moos Coping Responses Inventory (Ongarato, de la Iglesia,
Stover, & Fernandez Liporace, 2009)). 99% referred psychological
abuse, 84% physical abuse, and 46% sexual abuse. 43% suffered
the three mentioned abuse types. 80% reported the abuse to the
police. 44% suffered physical violence episodes during the previous
12 months. 78% perceived their lives in danger. An association was
found between the perception of life in danger and the police reports.
No association was found between having suffered physical violence
episodes during the last 12 months and reporting the abuse. Women
who reported the abuse scored higher in cognitive coping strategies
than women who did not report it. Results are discussed as well as
their implications for clinic and research in the field.
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
