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Resumen

La integracion infantil es consecuencia del derecho de las personas
con discapacidad a participar en los diferentes &mbitos de la socie-
dad. En este sentido, la integracion educativa forma parte de una
estrategia que tiene como objetivo alcanzar una educacion iguali-
taria de calidad. Garcia Pastor (1999) establece que la forma que
tenemos de relacionarnos con las personas con discapacidad esta
influida por nuestras experiencias y por la forma en que se define la
discapacidad. Asimismo las actitudes podrian jugar un papel en la
integracion de la diferencia. Se han realizado investigaciones sobre
actitudes, pero el nimero se reduce cuando el tema se enfoca ha-
cia el alumnado con necesidades educativas especiales derivadas
de discapacidad. De este modo, nos planteamos hacer un andlisis
descriptivo y comparativo de las actitudes de docentes hacia el
alumnado con necesidades educativas especiales. Los docentes de
la muestra forman parte de ambitos educativos distintos (publico y
privado), niveles distintos (primarios y secundarios), y se los agru-
para en funcion de contar con casos de necesidades educativas
especiales en el aula o no. Se discutiran las implicancias de una
formacion psicoeducativa en los docentes para lograr una escuela
inclusiva.

ATTITUDES OF TEACHERS TOWARDS CHILD INTEGRATION. PRELIMINARY
RESULTS

The children’s integration is the result of the right of people with
disabilities to participate in the different areas of society. In this
sense, the educational integration is part of a strategy which aims
to achieve quality equal education. Garcia Pastor (1999) states that
the way we relate to people with disabilities is influenced by our
experiences and how disability is defined. Attitudes also may play a
role in the integration of the difference. There has been research on
attitudes, but the number is reduced when the subject is focused
on students with special educational needs arising from disabilities.
Thus, we decided to make a descriptive and comparative analysis
of the attitudes of teachers towards pupils with special educational
needs. The teachers in the sample are part of different educational
settings (public and private), different levels (primary and second-
ary), and they were grouped them according to having cases of
special educational needs in the classroom or not. We will discuss
the implications of training teachers from a psychoeducational per-
spective to achieve an inclusive school.
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
