Resumen

Un trabajo de cartel, en el marco de la investigacion psicoanalitica,
cuyo eje nuclear es el objeto Voz, permitira hacer un desarrollo bajo
la pregunta: ¢a quién pertenece la voz como objeto a? La voz ¢de
quién es? ¢del sujeto o del Otro? Y entonces, ¢cudl es el origen
de la enunciacion? Se articulara La pregunta semioldgica que R.
Barthes sostiene en relacion a la voz como objeto que desborda la
significacion. Se partird de los desarrollos freudianos en relacion
a la angustia como angustia de castracion en tanto referente del
sintoma como extraterritorialidad. La vertiente de satisfaccion del
sintoma que ubica Freud en sus desarrollos sera el elemento que
nos permitira articular con el superyd, instancia ubicada entre lo
simbolico y lo real, e intimamente unida a la voz. El objeto voz nos
remite también a los origenes de la cultura: el pacto del pueblo judio
con Dios. Lacan se pregunta en el seminario 10;como franquear el
callejon sin salida del complejo de castracion? Es el objeto el que
elude la dimension de la castracion: ¢como cortar la voz? Finalmen-
te, en su dltima ensefanza, llegara a plantear la voz en su estatuto
de afona.
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Abstract

WITH VOICE AND WITHOUT YOU

Within the framework of psychoanalytical research, takes as its
core focus the object voice, which will allow it to unfold under
the guiding question: to whom does the voice as object a belong?
Whose voice is it? Is it that of the subject, or the Other? And fur-
ther, what is the origin of enunciation? The semiological question
that Roland Barthes puts forth will be articulated in relation to the
voice as object that spills over into signification. Its starting point is
the Freudian developments in relation to anguish, as the anguish
of castration, with reference both to symptom and extraterritorial-
ity. The wellspring of satisfaction from the symptom, which Freud
locates in his developments, will be the element that allows us
to articulate with the superego, an instance situated between the
symbolic and the real, and intimately connected to the voice. The
object voice points us, furthermore, toward the origins of culture:
the pact between the Jewish people and God. Lacan asks, how can
we escape from this blind alley that is the castration complex? The
object is the thing that eludes the dimension of castration: How to
cut off the voice? Finally, in his final lesson, we will come to erect
the voice in its a-phonal status.
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
