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UNA POLITICA POSIBLE DEL PSICOANALISIS:

PRAXIS Y ACTO

RESUMEN

Nos encontramos con dos ejes de abordaje de la praxis del psi-
coanalisis y su problematica politica. En su praxis, el psicoanalista
emerge en las vias de la direccion de la cura y de la transmision,
siendo sus espacios la clinica y lo institucional como juego de po-
siciones en relacion a los otros, siguiendo a Lacan (1974) en su
afirmacion de que el analista es al menos dos. El objetivo principal
de este trabajo es indagar el lugar del acto psicoanalitico como
operador politico del psicoanalisis tanto en el eje de la transmision
como en el eje de la direccion de la cura. Tomando el acto como
operador central encontramos que su movimiento se articula de-
volviendo las determinaciones del sujeto en el registro simbdlico
al nivel de la contingencia. Es alli donde podemos concluir que el
psicoanalisis se encuentra con una posicion politica: dar lugar a lo
contingente que implica su operatoria, abriendo la posibilidad de
reinvencion. Investigamos la obra de Jacques Lacan (1967, 1980a,
1980b, 2012), en especial su seminario XV, asi como los escritos
referidos a la direccion de la cura y la transmisién como problemas
del psicoanalisis.
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ABSTRACT

A POSSIBLE POLITIC OF PSYCHOANALYSIS

We find two ways of approaching to the praxis of psychoanalysis
and its political issues. In this praxis, the psychoanalyst materializes
in the direction of the treatment and its transmission, being located
in the clinic and the institutional aspect, as a game of positions
related to others, according with Lacan’s (1974) affirmation of the
analyst being at least two. The main objective of this essay is to
inquire about the psychoanalytical act as a political movement, and
also as a support of transmission, as in treatment direction. When
we take the act as a main focus appliance, we find that its move-
ment is articulated when the subject is moved back to its symbolic
determinations to the level of contingency. Then, we can conclude
that psychoanalysis is a political position; making place for contin-
gency and with its performance appears the possibility of re-inven-
tion giving place to the contingency that implies its performance,
opening the possibility of reinvention. We explored Jacques Lacan’s
(1967, 1980a, 1980b, 2012) work, especially his XV seminaire, as
well as his writings related to treatment direction and transmission
as psychoanalysis matters.
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
