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RESUMEN

Como estudiantes de psicologia, se realizd una investigacion que
tuvo como objetivo, establecer una relacion entre la asociacion libre
de Freud (1896) y el jazz. El jazz nace en EEUU a finales del siglo
XIX, como una expresion de los trabajadores, que, con sus elemen-
tos de trabajo, recreaban ritmos, frases y armonias, que, acompa-
fiados con sus voces, atenuaban su ardua y prolongada labor. Se
establecid un recorte de un aspecto especifico del género: la impro-
visacion, a través de la cual cada musico, utilizando notas, escalas
y fraseos, mas la interpretacion y ejecucion, puede moverse libre-
mente en comunion con su instrumento y la banda. Este es el punto,
a partir del cual, se busco establecer relacion con la asociacion libre
freudiana. Para establecer dicho vinculo, se llevé a cabo un estudio
exploratorio de conceptos psicoanaliticos y jazz; asi como también,
se administraron encuestas a musicos de la ciudad de La Plata. Los
resultados de las encuestas, estan siendo procesados.

JAZZ AND FREE ASSOCIATION

As students of psychology, an investigation was carried out that
aimed to establish a relationship between Freud’s free association
(1896) and jazz. Jazz was born in the United States at the end of the
19th century, as an expression of the workers, who, with their work
elements, recreated rhythms, phrases and harmonies, which, ac-
companied by their voices, attenuated their arduous and prolonged
work. A specific aspect of the genre was established: improvisation,
through which each musician, using notes, scales and phrases, plus
the performance and performance, can move freely in communion
with his instrument and band. This is the point, from which we
sought to establish a relationship with Freudian free association. To
establish this link, an exploratory study of psychoanalytic and jazz
concepts was carried out; As well as surveys were administered to
musicians from the city of La Plata. The results of the surveys are
being processed.
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
