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Resumen

Este proyecto contintia investigaciones sobre la representacion In-
fancia y su incidencia en el proceso de subjetivacion en la nifiez.
El interés actual se focaliza en una dimension de dicha represen-
tacion: la relacion adulto-nifio, mas especificamente, en los prin-
cipios reguladores de esta relacion, construidos por los nifios en
el contexto cultural actual. “Gramética de la relacion adulto-nifio”
designa al conjunto de practicas entre nifios y adultos, asi como de
los principios implicitos o explicitos construidos por los nifios para
describir, organizar y regular sus relaciones con los adultos.

Los objetivos apuntan a identificar y describir caracteristicas de re-
laciones adulto-nifio y de las pautas que las organizan y regulan,
tanto en producciones simbolicas dirigidas a nifios como en pro-
ducciones infantiles.

Se trabajara con dos grupos de nifios y nifias, alumnos una escuela
privada y de otra, publica, de 8 a 12 afios, y con dos dispositivos:

- Andlisis, proyeccion e interpretacion de series televisivas

- andlisis, lectura e interpretacion del relato oral de un cuento.

Se emplearan entrevista semi dirigida y observacion de episodios
grupales.

La revision bibliografica se organizd en torno a tres ejes: las repre-
sentaciones acerca de la Infancia, las concepciones de la relacion
adulto-nifio y los estudios sobre los derechos del nifio.

CHILDHOOD REPRESENTATION AND SUBJECTIVITY PRODUCTION
DURING CHILDHOOD: DESCRITPTIVE AND INTERPRETATIVE
RESEARCH ON THE GRAMMAR OF ADULT-CHILD RELATIONS

This research continues previous studies on childhood
representation and its relation to subjectivation process during
childhood. The present focus is set on one dimension of such
representation: adult-child relation, mainly on the principles that
regulate this relation, constructed by children within the nowadays
socio cultural context. ‘Grammar of the adult-child relation’ refers
to a set of practices between children and adults, as well as the
implicit or explicit principles constructed by children to describe,

organize and regulate their relations with adults.

The objectives the objectives are to identify and describe
characteristics of the adult-child relations and the parameters that
organize and regulate them, in symbolical productions addressed to
children as well as in child productions.

The research will be based on interviews with children aged 8 to
12 years old, attending private and public schools, and on two main
resources:

- analysis, projection and interpretation of TV series

- analysis, reading and interpretation of a story telling.
Semidirected interviews and observation of group exchange will be
held.

Literature review was based on three topics: childhood
representations, conceptions of the adult-child relations and studies
on children’s’ rights.
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
