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Resumen

En el presente trabajo se realizan andlisis psicométricos adicionales
a la SCL-90-R (Casullo, 2008; Derogatis, 1975). Se trabajé con
dos muestras de estudiantes universitarios del area metropolitana
de Buenos Aires. La primera compuesta por 97 individuos (54,6 %
mujeres; 45,4% varones) de edades entre 18 y 44 afios (M = 24,56;
DE = 4,56). La segunda integrada por 44 estudiantes (72,7% mujeres;
27,3% varones) de edades entre 21 y 68 afios (M = 26,25; DE=8,29).
Se realiz6 un estudio de validez concurrente con la Escala de Estrés
para Estudiantes (SSI; Escobar Espejo, Blanca, Fernandez-Baena &
Trianes Torres, 2011; Fimian, Fastenau, Tashner, & Cross, 1989), y un
test-retest con un intervalo de siete dias. Los resultados indicaron
adecuadas evidencias de validez concurrente y buena estabilidad
temporal de las puntuaciones.

Abstract
PSYCHOMETRIC ANALYZES ON SCL-90-R IN COLLEGE STUDENTS

Additional psychometric analysis of the SCL-90-R is performed
(Casullo, 2008; Derogatis, 1975). Work was done with two samples
of university students of Buenos Aires. The first sample consists of 97
individuals (54.6% women, 45.4% male) aged between 18 and 44
(M = 24,56; SD = 4,56). The second consists of 44 students (72.7%
women, 27.3% male) aged between 21 and 68 years (M = 26,25;
SD=8,29). A study of concurrent validity with the Student Stress
Scale SSI; Escobar Espejo, Blanca, Fernandez-Baena & Trianes Torres,
2011; Fimian, Fastenau, Tashner, & Cross, 1989) and a test-retest at
an interval of seven days were performed. The results showed good
evidence of concurrent validity and good temporal stability of scores.
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
