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RESUMEN

El estudio del populismo ha cobrado una extraordinaria trascen-
dencia en los Ultimos afios especialmente en Europa y América
Latina a raiz de las sucesivas crisis econdmicas, sociales y po-
liticas. EI populismo ha sido sefialado como una forma de go-
bierno con un fuerte liderazgo de un sujeto carismatico, con pro-
puestas de igualdad social y movilizacién popular, considerando
al pueblo, como conjunto social homogéneo y como depositario
exclusivo de valores positivos. El populismo es el reflejo de un
déficit de representacion, éste continuamente es caracterizado
como un régimen autoritario o uno democratico, en contextos
con desequilibrio social, politico y econdmico, con instituciones
débiles y excluyentes de sectores sociales. El populismo pre-
senta relaciones conflictivas con las instituciones, sobre todo
con las instituciones politicas. La democracia pretende una in-
corporacion politica regular, institucionalizada y limitada, no asi
el populismo. El objetivo principal de este estudio fue analizar
las actitudes hacia el populismo y los niveles de confianza en
diferentes instituciones. Participaron 420 adultos y de ambos
sexos, residentes de CABA. Los resultados principiales indica-
ron una relacion positiva entre las dimensiones del populismo y
los niveles de confianza hacia diferentes instituciones sociales
y politicas. Se discuten estas relaciones, asi como sus vinculos
con el funcionamiento democratico.

ATTITUDES TOWARD POPULISM AND TRUST IN INSTITUTIONS
The study of populism has gained extraordinary significance in
recent years, especially in Europe and Latin America, as a result
of successive economic, social and political crises. Populism
has been pointed out as a form of government with a strong
leadership of a charismatic subject, with proposals for social
equality and popular mobilization, considering the people as a
homogeneous social group and as exclusive repository of posi-
tive values. Populism is the reflection of a representation deficit,
this is continuously characterized as an authoritarian or demo-
cratic regime, in contexts with social, political and economic
disequilibrium, with weak and excluding institutions of social

sectors. Populism presents conflicting relationships with insti-
tutions, especially with political institutions. Democracy seeks a
regular, institutionalized and limited political incorporation, but
not populism. The main objective of this study was to analyze
attitudes toward populism and levels of trust in different institu-
tions. Participants were 420 adults and of both sexes, residents
of CABA. The main results indicated a positive relationship bet-
ween the dimensions of populism and the levels of trust towards
different social and political institutions. These relationships are
discussed, as well as their links to democratic functioning.
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
