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RESUMEN

La empatia ha sido definida como una respuesta afectiva vicaria
mas congruente con la situacion de otra persona que con la propia.
Es el resultado de un proceso interactivo entre factores afectivos y
cognitivos y puede diferenciarse en distintos constructos que la in-
tegran: preocupacion empatica, toma de perspectiva, malestar per-
sonal y fantasia, que se distinguen por ser componentes cognitivos
o afectivos o bien por estar centrados en el si mismo (self) 0 en los
otros. Aunque la empatia ha sido vinculada de forma positiva con
la conducta prosocial, ha sido menos investigada su relacion con la
integridad académica, que podria ser una conducta bajo coercion.
El rango etario de la muestra sera de 18 a 29 afios, es decir la adul-
tez emergente, aquella fase del ciclo vital entre la adolescencia y la
adultez en el que las personas suelen tornarse mas independientes
y explorar diversas posibilidades de vida. Para ello, 171 participan-
tes respondieron al Interpersonal Reactivity Index de Davis (1980)
y al Cuestionario de Integridad Académica (Comas, Sureda, Casero
& Morey, 2011). Se utilizara una técnica de regresion logistica para
evaluar la capacidad predictiva de la empatia sobre la deshonesti-
dad académica. Se presentaran los resultados en las Jornadas de
Investigacion.
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ABSTRACT

PREDICTIVE ROLE OF EMPATHY ON ACADEMIC DISHONESTY IN
EMERGING ADULTHOOD

Empathy has been defined as a vicarious affective response more
congruent or appropriate to another’s situation than one’s own. It is
the result of an interactive process between affective and cognitive
factors and can be differentiated in several constructs: empathic
concern, perspective taking, personal distress and fantasy. These
can be distinguished for being either cognitive or affective compo-
nents, as well as for being centered in the self or in others. Although
empathy has been positively related with prosocial behavior, its re-
lationship with academic integrity, that can take place under coer-
cion, has been less investigated. We will consider the period of 18
to 29 years old, that is to say emerging adulthood, that phase of
life cycle in which people become more independent and explore
different possibilities of life. One-hundred and seventy-one parti-
cipants completed the Interpersonal Reactivity Index (Davis, 1980)
and a questionnaire of Academic Integrity (Comas, Sureda, Casero

& Morey, 2011). A logistic regression analysis will be carried out to
assess the predictive capacity of empathy on academic dishonesty.
Results will be presented at the scientific meeting.
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
